GUIDELINES FOR MCQA CHARITY QUILTS
One of the most important facets of MCQA is the charity work done by our members.  Dozens of quilts are donated each year to various charities.    As a service group we fill a need within our communities to those in need.  Listed below are the organizations that benefit from our work along with the sizes and types of quilts that are provided to each.  Please take the time to read the instructions for the appropriate size and/or fabric for each type of quilt.  If you have questions, please contact the Friendship Group that is in charge of each organization and remember that all groups welcome donations of both fabric and batting.
GENERAL INSTRUCTIONS
1.) Please follow the size guidelines for each charity.   The size has been requested by the charity based on their needs.

2.) Please use only good quality quilting cotton fabric.  These quilts will be laundered repeatedly and usually in commercial washing machines so fabric choice is important.  Please machine quilt.  Tied quilts do not hold up to repeated use.
3.) Choose fabrics appropriate for each charity quilt.  If you have a question please contact the friendship group or name shown.  

4.) Several MCQA members volunteer quilting services on their long arm quilting machines however it is impossible for them to quilt all of the guild’s charity quilts.  Please contact them prior to dropping off quilts for quilting.   

HARBOR HOUSE/WOMEN’S CENTER:

 These quilts are provided to women that leave Harbor House to live on their own.  They use either twin, double or queen size quilts.

PREGNANCY CARE CLINIC:

These quilts are provided to new babies and should be crib size 45” x 60” or under (baby size).  Use appropriate infant fabrics. 

NEONATAL QUILTS:

These quilts are provided to Marquette General Hospital.  Finished size should be approx.  36” x 42”.  Any quilt design is acceptable however we usually make these quilts with alternating 5” squares of pastel fabrics set 7 squares across and 9 squares down.  A yard of fabric will make the back of the quilt.  Machine sew the binding as the quilts will be washed often.  Use a lightweight batting.  

VETERAN’S QUILTS:

These quilts are provided to Veteran’s Medical Center in Iron Mountain.  Finished lap robe size should be approximately 42” x 60”

and bed topper size may be slightly larger.   Please use appropriate prints/colors for Veterans who are mostly men.  

BAY CLIFF HEALTH CAMP:

We provide two sizes of quilts to Bay Cliff each year.  Small quilts (nooker quilts) are given to campers to take home with 
them and larger quilts (cot quilts) are made for the beds in the dorms.  Please use age appropriate fabrics.
Small “Nooker” Quilts

Finished size:  40” x 50”.  Use 80 different fabrics (approximately 40 character prints and 40 regular prints).  These quilts are for younger campers so use appropriate prints.  Cut squares 5 ½” x 5 ½” and sew 8 squares across 10 squares down using a ¼” seam.  Batting:  approximately 42” x 52” with weight 4 oz – 6.9 oz.  Backing:  one piece of fabric 52” long x WOF.  Lay out squares in a pleasing pattern, mixing character prints throughout the top.  Press seams in rows in alternating directions.  Sew rows together and press seams in the same direction. 

Large “Cot” Quilts

Finished size:  60” x 84”.    You may use any pattern of your choice to make the appropriate size quilt or use the following pattern.  
Cot Quilt Pattern:  Make 35 -  12” blocks set 5 across and 7 down.  Each block consists of 9 – 4 ½” squares.  Cut 315 - 4 ½” squares as follows:  162 assorted prints.  (It looks nice if you can keep the 4 or 5 prints in each block in the same color family but scrappy looks good too.)  Then cut 153 solid squares (2 ¼ yards).  Please keep all of these in the same color family for each 12” block.  The blocks can have different solids or they can all be the same.  The top is then made of two different blocks sewn together.  Use ¼” seams and always press toward the print fabric so that the X and Y blocks will interlock when putting them together.  

Make 18 “ X”  blocks:  Each uses five print squares:  one in each corner and one in the center plus four solid squares in remaining positions.  (Need 90 prints and 72 solids or 162 squares)

Make 17 “Y” blocks:  Each block uses five solid pieces: one in each corner and one in the center plus four prints in remaining positions.  (Need 68 prints and 85 solids or 153 squares)
